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Description of Fellowship Awards

· Merck Engineering & Technology Fellowship awards are offered to eligible students at selected universities and colleges.

· Up to two awards are made at each selected school per year.

· Awardees will be known as “Merck Engineering & Technology Fellows.”

· Each award consists of the following:

Cash award of $5,000 to be applied toward the tuition, room and board, and/or other billable fees for the awardee’s 2008-2009 academic year.  This cash award is not based on need and is independent of other awards the awardee may receive.

Paid summer internship during the summer of 2008 at a Merck manufacturing or research facility located in the continental United States or in Puerto Rico.

Who May Apply
This Fellowship program is open to applicants, including previous recipients of the Merck Engineering & Technology Fellowship awards, who meet the following requirements:

· Be a citizen or permanent resident of the United States.

· Be a sophomore or junior in the fall of the 2007- 2008 academic year

and completed all freshman or sophomore level courses respectively.

· Major in chemical engineering or other engineering or science discipline. 

· Be able to commit to a summer internship for a minimum of ten weeks at Merck during the summer of 2008 beginning no later than 6/1/2008.

· Have a minimum Grade Point Average (GPA) of 3.2 on a 4.0 scale or equivalent.
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How to Apply

To be considered for an award, an applicant must provide the following:

· Completed application form

· A total of three names, including two members of the university community, who will serve as references. Previous recipients of Merck Engineering & Technology Fellowship awards who re-apply must provide the name of their Merck internship supervisor.  Merck will request recommendation letters from references.

· A current resume

· A current  official transcript from  applicant’s university or college

· Send completed application packets as soon as possible.  Merck must receive your application no later than December 21, 2007.    Incomplete or late applications will not be considered.

· Interviews with applicants conducted during January 2008.

· We will notify awardees, in writing, about their awards by 

January 31, 2008.

· Awardees must accept awards in writing by February 15, 2008.

· Awardees will receive internship information by approximately March 15, 2008.  This will include their assignment / contact information / housing / travel /etc.

Award Criteria

Award winners will be selected based on: 

· Academic performance

· Interviews conducted by Merck representatives

· Performance as summer intern at Merck (for candidates who are previous recipients of Merck Engineering & Technology Fellowship awards)
